RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM HAS BEGUN
Our 2023-2024 Religious Education Program for our youth at St. John Kanty and St. Anthony began on September 10th. 
If you haven't as yet registered your children, registration will follow today's 9:30 am Mass and will be held at the St. John 
Kanty Parish Hall. Classes meet each Sunday from 10:30 am to 12:00 noon central time in the St. John Kanty Parish Hall. 
(CGS atrium for children 3 to 6 is located in the hall beneath the church.)We provide excellent catechism instruction for our 
children. Children ages 3-12 attend our multi-level Catechesis of the Good Shepherd classes (a Montessori based program). 
From there they progress to our Middle School Program (grades 7-8). Finally, we offer an excellent High School Program 
(grades 9-12) which utilizes texts from the Didache Series, used in many Catholic High Schools.

CGS & CCD CLASSES
DRIVERS: Please exercise caution when you are driving through and/or dropping off your children. 
The children sometimes forget and could dart out unexpectedly as they run to CGS/CCD classes on 
Sundays. 

STUDENTS: Please be careful as you head over to the Parish Hall for CGS/CCD classes on 
Sundays. Drivers may not see you as you cross the parking lot.

CSA APPEAL UPDATE
St. Anthony Parish has met and exceeded their Catholic Services Appeal assigned goal of $3,996 for 2023! The amount over 
the goal will be returned to the parish to be used as needed. St. John Kanty has not yet met the assigned goal of $12,234. In 
fact $4,924 is still owed. If the goal isn't met, the balance due must be made up from the parish savings. If you are able to 
give toward this significant amount, please take one of the Catholic Services Appeal envelopes at the exits of the church and 
return it in the Sunday collection basket. Your generosity will be greatly appreciated.

PARISH COUNCIL
The St. John Kanty Parish Council will meet in the Parish Hall on Wednesday, September 27th at 7:00pm central time. 
Parishioners may attend as observers but if they wish to speak, they are asked to notify Father Heimer in advance. The 
Council had previously been scheduled to meet on the fourth Friday of each month. It will now be meeting on the fourth 
Wednesday of the month instead.

LAST CALL - PARISH CENSUS
Census information sheets are now available for all families who wish to be considered parishioners of either St. Anthony or 
St. John Kanty. In order to reassess where we are and where we need to go, it is necessary for us to re-register the members 
of our parishes. For those who fail to do so, we will assume they no longer consider themselves a part of either St. Anthony 
or St. John Kanty. It is essential that we have a current record of permanent residents. But since both parishes are lake 
communities, it is helpful to know who our summer residents are as well. A special listing may be found on the census sheets 
for the latter. Your cooperation is essential.
