TRADITIONAL ABSTINENCE:

The CusTomary Fast: This is the practice of refraining from meat and meat products.
This fast allows for only one full meal to be taken during the day. Two
smaller meals are permitted, if necessary, to maintain strength according ~ ABSTINENCE AS PENANCE:

THE Fast oF THE EARLY CHuURCH: activities.

This fast begins upon rising, NO meals are taken until the customary
workday (5pm) is ended. A glass of juice may be taken in the morning and
simple liquids such as water, coffee and tea during the day. The fast ends
with a brief prayer followed by an adequate meal. For many this may
work as a more natural way to fast.

CGS & CCD CLASSES

Drivers: Please be careful and stay alert when navigating the parking lot or dropping off children for CGS/
CCD classes. Children may unexpectedly dash across the lot, so proceed with caution.

StupenTs: Exercise care when walking to the Parish Hall for classes on Sundays. Always watch for moving
vehicles in the parking lot, as drivers may not easily spot you.
